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Process for requesting Additional Duties or Restricted Drugs which are not part of the Standard Protocol or Standard Formulary (Standard protocols can be found at www.abn.alabama.gov under Advance Practice). 

*Skills which are not included on the Standard Protocol for a Certified Registered Nurse Practitioners Specialty must be requested and approved by both the Alabama Board of Medical Examiners and the Alabama Board of Nursing prior to being able to perform that skill.

*Drugs which are not included on the Standard Formulary for Certified Registered Nurse Practitioners or Certified Nurse Midwives must be requested and approved by both the Alabama Board of Medical Examiners and the Alabama Board of Nursing prior to being able to add that drug to their formulary.

1.	 For Critical Care Specialty Protocols there are skills in a Mid-Level tier and skills in an Advance Level tier. 
a.	For the Mid-Level Skills, the CRNP submits an online application to add the Critical Care Specialty Protocol.   
b.	The Collaborating Physician submits either a letter or the form provided; requesting permission to train the CRNP to perform the skills contained in the Mid-Level Critical Care Specialty Protocol to include a brief plan for supervised practice.  The training should not begin until approval to train has been granted by both ABN and BME.  
c.	Upon completion of the skills the CRNP must submit documentation of supervised practice on the form included with your approval letter to both the Board of Medical Examiners and the Board of Nursing for approval.   
d.	Advanced Level Skills may only be requested after a Nurse Practitioner has submitted documentation of training for the 6 Mid-Level skills.  (See Attached Standards for Critical Care Skills).   

2.	For Orthopedic Specialty Protocol (Arthrocentesis and Joint Injections)– The collaborating physician must request permission from the Board of Medical Examiners (Board) to train the nurse practitioner to perform the requested joints.  This can be completed by letter or the form provided.  A brief plan for supervised practice should be included with the request.
a.	For Orthopedic Specialty Protocol the skills include arthrocentesis and joint injections of the shoulder, elbow, greater trochanteric bursa, knee and ankle.  
b.	The Collaborating Physician submits either a letter or the form provided; requesting permission to train the CRNP to perform the joint injections to include a brief training plan for supervised practice.  The training should not begin until approval to train has been granted by both ABN and BME.  
c.	Upon completion of the skills the CRNP must submit documentation of supervised practice on the form included with your approval letter to both the Board of Medical Examiners and the Board of Nursing for approval.   
25 Supervised procedures including at least 3 of each joint should be submitted to both Boards for approval upon completion.  

*Other individual skills will be approved and approval notice will identify the standards of the approval.  Refer to the Alabama Board of Nursing for process to request a skill that is not included in any of these protocols.
